Y-HEP Needs New Furniture
50% of all reported new cases of HIV acquisition are occurring in people under the age of 25. 

 

In Philadelphia, at least 34,000 youth are sexually active and not practicing safer sex consistently. 

Consequently, a growing number of Philadelphia youth are at high risk for pregnancy and the acquisition and transmission of HIV and other Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STDs). 

To address this growing public health concern, dedicated adults and youth founded Youth Health Empowerment Project (Y-HEP).  In 1994, Y-HEP began as a citywide pilot project to reduce the spread of HIV and STDs among adolescents and young adults in the Philadelphia area. Today Y-HEP is a vibrant, multi-faceted, community-based health and leadership development program for Philadelphia youth. Annually, Y-HEP serves over 8,000 high risk, hard to reach teens and young adults through a range of activities. [image: image29.png]
